The Anna Mary McKinney Memorial Scholarship is an annual scholarship funded by the 

Colorado State Ladies Auxiliary. The Scholarship recognizes academic achievement and 

community service to a practicing Catholic student. 

Rules Eligibility: 

1. The applicant must be a member of the Catholic faith and a practicing Catholic within a 

Parish. 

2. The applicant may be graduating from high school or graduated from high school. Already 

enrolled in seminary, college or returning to college or vocational school. 

3. The scholarship must be used for the academic year for which it is rewarded. 

4. The recipient must be a citizen of the United States and attending a Seminary, College, 

University or Vocational School in the United States. 

5. If the recipient leaves the Seminary, University, College or Vocational School for any reason, 

payment of any remaining portion of the scholarship will be terminated. 

6. The scholarship monies will be made directly to the Seminary, University, College, or 

Vocational School. 

7. The scholarship will be awarded for one academic year. The scholarship is renewable 

following reapplication and reselection until a degree is granted for a period not to exceed four 

years.

• A detailed resume including academic information (GPA, test scores, class rank), activities, 

offices held, honors received, community service, etc. 

• A High School transcript (optional and unofficial is fine) and/or College transcript with credits 

earned to date. 

• Proof of acceptance into an institution of higher education that the applicant will be attending 

Three personal references with letter of recommendation that cover character, personality, 

industry, purposefulness, and general worthiness of the applicant from the following:

o Auxiliary 

o Teacher 

o Pastor/Priest 

o Parishioner 

o Coach 

o Employer
